What his life was worth
Robert Burns, the great Scottish poet, loved common people and wrote for them. Though he had
little formal education, he was well-read and talented. He became famous when his first poems
were published in 1786. He was known as a very witty man. One day when Burns was walking near

the docks, he heard a cry for help. He ran towards the water. At that moment he saw a young sailor
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jump off a boat that stood near the dock. The sailor began to swim towards the man who was
calling for help. Though it was not easy, the sailor saved the man. The man who was saved from
drowning was a very rich merchant. He thanked the brave sailor and gave him a shilling. The sailor
was embarrassed. A large crowd of people gathered round them. All the people considered the
sailor to be a hero. They were displeased when the rich man gave the brave soldier only a shilling.
Many of the people shouted loudly and protested against it. But the rich merchant did not pay any
attention to them. At that moment Robert Burns approached the crowd and wondered what the
matter was. He was told the whole story. He was not surprised at the behavior of the rich merchant
and said: «Let him alone. The gentleman is the best judge of what his life is worth»

Leisure time in the USA and in Britain

If you ever visit the United States, you will find most Americans friendly and hospitable. They will
probably invite you into their homes. You will soon realize that though many of them still believe
in the old American ideal of the progress through hard work, they also lead full and active lives in
their leisure time. Americans do all kinds of indoor and outdoor sports such as bicycling-(about 105
million every day), bowling (60 million), tennis (36), table tennis (33), fishing (28), golf (18),
skiing (10 million). The traditional American lifestyle and belief in personal success, however, is
being questioned by a number of American intellectuals and quite a few young people.
Unfortunately, some of the latter have lost interest in active life altogether and

have started taking drugs. In Great Britain agreed hours of full-time work are usually from 35 to 40
hours a week. Altogether many people actually work longer because of voluntary overtime. Nearly
16 per cent of total household expenditure went on leisure in 2007. The most common leisure
activities are home-based, or social, such as visiting relatives or friends. Television viewing is by
far the most popular leisure activities for women in Britain. Other popular pursuits include listening
to the radio, reading, do-it-yourself home improvements, active-participation in sport, gardening
and going out for a meal or for a drink. About half of all households have a pet, the most common
being dogs and cats. Many people give up free time to work for voluntary organizations. It is
estimated that about one-quarter of the population is involved in some way of voluntary work in
Britain. Fund-raising is the most frequently mentioned activity.

Ways 3-D Printing Could Change the World

When an engineer named Chuck Hall first dreamed up the idea of printing three-dimensional
objects back in the early 1980s, it probably seemed to many people like something out of a
particularly far-fetched sci-fi novel. But since then, 3-D printing— which involves sending a 3-D
design to a special machine that piles layers of raw materials onto one another — has not only
become a reality, but a game-changer that promises to remake our world as radically as the steam
engine, electricity and the computer once did.

Not only will 3-D printers allow manufacturers to slash the time it takes to design and make
a product, but the machines can enable the creation of complex shapes and structures that weren't
previously feasible. They may even lead us into a new industrial age where we won't need factories
and assembly lines to produce many items. Instead, a designer may transmit plans for products —
from airplane parts to clothing and toys — directly to the end-users' own printers.

Already, 3-D printing has been embraced by big companies such as Ford, which is printing
the engine cover for its 2015 Mustang, and GE, which plans to print fuel nozzles for jet aircraft.

But that's just the tip of the incredible range of items that 3-D printers can create. From
pharmaceuticals to prosthetic body parts to food, let's examine 10 ways 3-D printing technology
could change the world in the years to come.

Telephones and telegraphs are point-to-point systems of telecommunications, but with the invention
of the radio, point-to-multipoint signals could be sent through a central transmitter to be received by
anyone possessing a receiver. lItalian inventor and electrical engineer Guglielmo Marconi
transmitted a Morse-code telegraph signal by radio in 1895. This began a revolution in wireless
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telegraphy that would later result in broadcast radios that could transmit actual voice and music.
Radio and wireless telegraph communication played an important role during World War 1 (1914-
1918), allowing military personnel to communicate instantly with troops in remote locations.
United States president Woodrow Wilson was impressed with the ability of radio, but he was
fearful of its potential for espionage use. He banned nonmilitary radio use in the United States as
the nation entered World War I in 1917, and this stifled commercial development of the medium.
After the war, however, commercial radio stations began to broadcast. By the mid-1920s, millions
of radio listeners tuned in to music, news, and entertainment programming.

Television got its start as a mass-communication medium shortly after World War 11 (1939-1945).
The expense of television transmission prevented its use as a two-way medium, but radio
broadcasters quickly saw the potential for television to provide a new way of bringing news and
entertainment programming to people.

Government Regulation The number of radio broadcasts grew quickly in the 1920s, but there was
no regulation of frequency use or transmitter strength. The result was a crowded radio band of
overlapping signals. To remedy this, the U.S. government created the Federal Communications
Commission (FCC) in 1934 to regulate the spreading use of the broadcast spectrum. The FCC
licenses broadcasters and regulates the location and transmitting strength, or range, stations have in
an effort to prevent interference from nearby signals.

Telecommunications Systems

Individual people, businesses, and governments use many different types of telecommunications
systems. Some systems, like the telephone system, use a network of cables, wires, and switching
stations for point-to-point communication. Other systems, such as radio and television, broadcast
signals through space, which can be received by anyone who has a device to receive them. Some
systems make use of several types of media to complete a transmission. For example, a telephone
call may travel by means of copper wire, fiber-optic cable, and radio waves as the call is sent from
sender to receiver. All telecommunications systems are constantly evolving as telecommunications
technology improves.

Telegraph
Telegraph services use both wire line and wireless media for transmissions. Soon after the
introduction of the telegraph in 1844, telegraph wires spanned the country. Telegraph companies
maintained a system of wires and offices located in numerous cities. A message sent by telegraph
was called a telegram. Telegrams were printed on paper and delivered to the receiving party by the
telegraph company. With the invention of the radio in the early 1900s, telegraph signals could also
be sent by radio waves. Wireless telegraphy made it practical for oceangoing ships as well as
aircraft to stay in constant contact with land-based stations.

Telephone
The telephone network also uses both wire line and wireless methods to deliver voice
communications between people, and data communications between computers and people or other
computers. The part of the telephone network that currently serves individual residences and many
businesses operates in an analog mode and relays electronic signals that are continuous, like the
human voice. Digital transmission is now used in some sections of the telephone network that send
large amounts of calls over long distances. However, since the rest of the telephone system is still
analog, these digital signals must be converted back to analog before they reach users. The
telephone network is stable and reliable, because it uses its own wire system that is powered by
low-voltage direct current from the telephone company. Telephone networks modulate voice
communications over these wires. A complex system of network switches maintains the telephone
links between callers. Telephone networks also use microwave relay stations to send calls from
place to place on the ground.

The Internet is based on the concept of a client-server relationship between computers, also called a
client /server architecture. In a client/server architecture, some computers act as servers, or
information providers, while other computers act as clients, or information receivers. The
client/server architecture is not one-to-one—that is, a single client computer may access many

Prior to the mid-1990s, servers were usually very powerful computers such as mainframes or
supercomputers, with extremely high processing speeds and large amounts of memory. Personal
computers and workstations, however, are now capable of acting as Internet servers due to advances
in computing technology.
